Information about the PTA Board and Committees:

Ribbons are to be picked up from the San Ramon
Council of PTAs (SRVCPTA) and an arrangement is to be made with the local boy scout troop to tie the
ribbons around the school property.

3) Run for Education Chairperson - Works alongside the San Ramon Valley Education Foundation
(SRVEF) to promote the district wide race in October. Attends the info meeting and picks up promotion
supplies from the SRVEF. Promotes the event at school.

4) Recycling - Collects the recycling from campus and redeems what is collected for money to be given
to the PTA

You are always welcome to attend the monthly meetings and provide input. Also, hopefully next year
there will be less COVID restrictions and more volunteer opportunities will be available that involve

minimal time commitment.
