Interesting Facts:

° Poor attendance can influence whether children
read proficiently by the end of third grade or be
held back.

Research shows that missing 10 percent of the
school, or about 18 days in most school
districts, negatively affects a student’s
academic performance. That's just two days a
month and that's known as chronic absence.
By 6th grade, chronic absence becomes a
leading indicator that a student will drop out of
high school.

When students improve their attendance rates,
they improve their academic prospects and
chances for graduating.

You can help your student by making sure that they arrive
on time for school. Set a regular bedtime so your child is
well rested. Lay out clothes and pack backpacks the night
before. Avoid scheduling medical appointments or taking
extended trips when school is in session.
